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1.4 Transport and storage

Pay attention to the following during transport and storage:

Remove the music desk and the pedal board from the organ, before
transport.

Store in an area with 40% to 60% relative humidity.

Do not store in area’s e.g. baths, washrooms, on wet floors, expose to
steam or smoke, salt, humid, rain, moisture, dusty or sandy locations.
Minimum temperature within the storage area: 0°C

Do not expose the Organ to direct sunlight (UV), do not place it near
devices that radiate heat, or otherwise subject to temperature extremes.

The roll cover
lock is positioned behind the music desk.

All instructions related to the
roll cover lock are not applicable to the Ecclesia D-570.

MIDI IN: An input for receiving MIDI codes from other devices.

MIDI MOD: A programmable MIDI output for connecting a sound module or
expander, for example.

MIDI SEQ: A non-programmable MIDI output for connecting a Johannus
Sequencer+ or PC with the optional Johannus Intonat program, for example.

AUX IN: A stereo audio input for playing the sound of an external device through
the amplifiers of the organ.

General volume

The general volume of the organ can be adjusted with use of the Johannus Menu.
See § 5.4 General Volume.

Expression pedals

The organ has three (Ecclesia T-270), four (Ecclesia T-370 and D-470) or five (Ecclesia D-570)
expression pedals. One is configured as a crescendo pedal, the others are
configured as swell pedals for the existing divisions. The Pedal division is
combined with the Great division.

With use of the Johannus Menu, the function of the expression pedals can be
changed, see § 5.3 Expression Pedals.

Using an expression pedal which is set as a swell pedal will next to the volume
also changes the timbre of the stops. By this the effect of the swell box shutters of
a pipe organ is simulated.

Cathedral

The organ is equipped with the Adaptive Surround Reverb ASR-12 system. This
effect provides a spatial reproduction of the organ sound.

With use of the Johannus Menu the following settings are to adjust per intonation
style: Reverb Program, Reverb Length, Reverb Volume and 3D Surround effect.
See § 5.10 Reverb Settings.

Intonations

The organ has 4 intonations: Romantic (ROM), Symphonic (SYM), Baroque (BAR)
and Historic (HIS).
Select an intonation style by pressing the ROM, SYM, BAR or HIS piston.

Stops

The stops are activated via stop switches, pre-programmed memory locations or
capture memory locations.
The lamp of the stop switch lights when the associated stop is active.

The stops are divided into the following groups:

Pedal: Activates the stops associated with the Pedal.

Choir: Activates the stops associated with the Choir (not available on Ecclesia T-270).
Great: Activates the stops associated with the Great.

Swell: Activates the stops associated with the Swell.

Solo: Activates the stops associated with the Solo (Ecclesia D-570 only).

Solo- and orchestral voices (optional)

If the organ is equipped with the optional Solo or Ultimate Voice Package a
number of solo- and orchestral voices are available.

These solo- and orchestral voices are activated by thumb pistons on the piston rail
between the manuals. The lamp in the thumb piston lights when the associated
voice is active.

See chapter 6 OPTIONAL VOICE PACKAGES for more information on solo- and
orchestral voices.

Solo- and orchestral voices are standard playable from a factory defined manual.
This can be changed via Quick Access, see § 4.12.3 Orchestral, and via the
Johannus Menu, see § 5.8 Orchestrals.

SWELL - CHOIR (Not available on Ecclesia T-270):
Fully couples all keys of the Swell to the Choir.
SOLO - CHOIR (Ecclesia D-570 only):

Fully couples all keys of the Solo to the Choir.
SOLO - SWELL (Ecclesia D-570 only):

Fully couples all keys of the Solo to the Swell.

Pedal couplers:

GREAT - PEDAL:

Fully couples all keys of the Great to the Pedal.
SWELL - PEDAL:

Fully couples all keys of the Swell to the Pedal.
CHOIR - PEDAL (Not available on Ecclesia T-270):
Fully couples all keys of the Choir to the Pedal.
SOLO - PEDAL (Ecclesia D-570 only):

Fully couples all keys of the Solo to the Pedal.

MB: Manual Bass (bass coupler)

Couples the Pedal monophonic to the Great. Only the lowest key that is played on
the Great is coupled from the Pedal to the Great.

If only the lowest key of a chord is released, the pedal key activated by the
Manual Bass function is dropped until a new lowest key is played.

Activate the Manual Bass with the MB piston.

@ It is advisable not to use the Manual Bass while playing the pedal board to avoid

double bass tones.
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CF: Cantus Firmus (melody coupler)

Cantus firmus: Latin for ‘fixed voice’ or in organs ‘solo voice’ or ‘melody coupler’.
Couples the Swell monophonic to the Great. Only the highest key that is played on
the Great is coupled from the Swell to the Great.

With use of a solo registration on the Swell in this way a solo is heard while
playing only on the Great.

If only the highest key of a chord is released, the key activated by the Cantus
Firmus function is dropped until a new highest key is played.

Activate the Cantus Firmus with the CF piston.

? It is advisable not to use the Cantus Firmus in combination with the coupler
SWELL - GREAT because this overrules the solo function of the Cantus Firmus.

4.7 Accessories

KT: Keyboard Transfer

Ecclesia T-270: Keyboard Transfer is a function to switch the manuals of the Great
and the Swell. When Keyboard Transfer is active manual 1 is the Swell manual and
manual 2 is the Great manual.

Ecclesia T-370/D-470/D-570: Keyboard Transfer is a function to switch the
manuals of the Choir and the Great. When Keyboard Transfer is active manual 1 is
the Great manual and manual 2 is the Choir manual.

Keyboard Transfer also switches the divisional pistons of the relevant manuals.

S/S: All Swells to Swell

All Swells to Swell transforms the swell pedal of the Swell into a swell pedal of the
entire organ. The other swell pedals will be switch off then.

If no expression pedal is set as swell pedal of the Swell, the S/S piston cannot be
activated.

SEQ: Sequence On/Off

Sequence is a function for sequential selecting general capture memory locations.

1. Select a general capture memory location to start (for example level 2,
location 2).

2. Pressing a random piston of the memory locations of the Pedal selects the
previous general memory location, pressing a random piston of the general
memory locations selects the next general memory location.

CH: Chorus
Chorus is a function for lightly detuning the organ stops to give it a broader and
livelier sound.

CAN: Cancel
Cancel is a function to switch off all stops at once.

REC: Recall
Recall is a function to cancel the last change of registration.
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RO: Reeds Off
Reeds Off is a function to switch off all reed stops simultaneously. As long as this
piston is pressed, no reed stops can be activated. When this function is switched
off, the reed stops that were on are activated again. Activate the Reeds Off with
the RO piston.

4.8 Capture memory
4.8.1 Pre-programmed memory locations

Pre-programmed memory locations are available by operating pistons PP to T.
These six memory locations have factory settings (presets) appropriate for the
quiet pianissimo to the loud tutti.

The Ecclesia T-270 only has one pre-programmed memory location: the Tutti (T)
piston.

Calling up a pre-programmed memory location:
Press a pre-programmed memory location (PP-T). The active stops light up.

Programming a pre-programmed memory location:

@: Although it is possible to store any registration under a piston of a pre-
programmed memory location it is advisable to select a registration matching the
text of the piston.

4.8.2 Capture memory locations

Through use of the capture memory, a registration can be activated with just one
piston. The capture memory consists of 250 levels.

These levels can be seen on the display (Mem: ...). Each level has eight general
memory locations (general pistons 1-8) and eight separate memory locations per
division (divisional pistons 1-8).

The Ecclesia T-270 has six general memory locations (general pistons 1-6) and 6
separate memory locations per divisional (divisional pistons 1-6) per level.
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Preloads

Level 1 of the capture memory is by default programmed with so called preloads,
useful registration combinations.

These preloads can be overwritten by the user but will be restored after a
Memory Default operation. See § 5.9 Reset Procedures.

4.8.3 Memory lock

The memory can be secured through a key switch. By turning the key a quarter to
the right, the security of the memory is removed. In this position, the key can not
be taken out of the lock.

Turn the key a quarter to the left to avoid unwanted overwriting of the memory.
Optionally the key can be taken out of the lock.

@ The actual state of the memory lock is also reflected in the SET piston. This piston
will light when the key of the memory lock is turned to the right, indicating that
the SET piston can be used.

If the SET piston is not lighted, no menu functions for which the SET piston needs
to be pressed can be used.

4.9 Transposer

The Transposer function shifts the pitch by half-tone increments (from -8 to +8).
The transposer setting can be read on the display (Trans: ..).

Crescendo pedal

The crescendo pedal can be used to activate 20 registrations step-by-step. These
registrations start with very quiet (pianissimo) to very loud (tutti).

The default registrations of the 20 steps can be changed. See § 5.1 Crescendo.
Activating the crescendo pedal

If the crescendo pedal is not activated it is indicated on the displays with
Cresc:0ff.

Use the CR piston to activate the crescendo pedal. The display indicates the actual
step.

Crescendo pedal as swell pedal

The crescendo pedal can also be configured as a swell pedal. See § 5.3 Expression
Pedals.

If the crescendo pedal is set as swell pedal, all functions of the original crescendo
pedal are deactivated.

Zimbelstern (Ecclesia D-470/D-570 only)

The Zimbelstern has a compass of 13 bells which are played in a certain sequence.
After switching on the Zimbelstern the sequence will sound automatically. You
can’t play the Zimbelstern by means of keys!

You have the choice out of four different sequences: two pre selected, one
random and one custom programmable sequence.

See § 5.16 Zimbelstern for selecting a sequence.

Quick Access

Quick Access is a function to quickly access a certain function of the organ.

4.12.1 Programming mode crescendo pedal

@ This function is not available if no expression pedal is set as
crescendo pedal.

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4.12.3 Orchestral settings

@ This function is only available if the organ is equipped with the
optional Solo or Ultimate Voice Package.

2. Start sending the data file on the sequencer. A message that a data file is
being received appears on the display of the organ.

3.  When the upload is completed the main screen of the display appears
automatically.

5.3 Expression Pedals

The organ is equipped with PEPC™ (Programmable Expression Pedal Configuration). This
function makes it possible to configure each expression pedal to one’s own discretion.

We distinguish two types of expression pedals:

Swell pedal: dynamics by increase or decrease of volume. In a pipe organ
this is achieved by closing or opening the swell shutters of a
swell box. See also § 4.2 Expression pedal.

Crescendo pedal: dynamics by increase or decrease the amount of stops. See
also § 4.10 Crescendo pedal.
